Update - current issues:  

Internal MLI web page released to all gov.workers - could not go as a global e-mail (Desktop policy).  The message was sent to ITC and MLI Committee for further distribution.  DMs were informed as well.  

External Web page - look and feel defined, RFP drafted, vendor's presentation - next Wednesday, preliminary design- August, completed September 30. It is agreed that participating departments will financially contribute to the web page development (total costs anywhere between $5K-15K).  

DMs Committee  meeting, due to vacations, will not happen before the last week of August.  MLI work will continue regardless.  

Stronger communication strategy we will in Fall.  Need to present better actual usage of the maps and what can be done with it (application, diff example) to our business community - decision makers.       

Presentations:

Family Services/Housing  - Chris Leach and Ron May presented  a partneship project undertaken by Inner City Migrancy Committee (WpG School Division No.1, FS, Wpg Housing Rehabil. Corporation.  The goal of the project is to direct migrating families within the Inner City  to available and safe housing within  the same inner city school boundaries to eliminate the negative effects on the children from frequent change schools.  
For this - Linnet is developing the GIS application  (for free for the Committee - a beta version will be tested this fall. The application can be seen at  http://206.45.234.116/applet.html.  More detals about the project:

The discussion that followed showed that:

· As there are some relations with BSI work in FS (daycare information, etc) and this work could be coordinated more closely

· Based on past experience with Linnet, careful attention should be paid to issues such as ownership of intellectual property rights, who will own/update  the application when finished, is the software proprietary etc.  

Environmental Managing Systems (EMS) - Wolf  Boehm (Conservation) presented the application that will add comprehensive environment management functionality across the department to allow all staff across the province to view and update department-wide application through the Intranet.  
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MLI Linkage - all regulated facilities in EMS such as hog processors, sewage lagoons, swimming pools, petroleum storage sites, hazardous waste storage or producer sites, environmental accident sites, etc. - as well as ambient water quality sample sites will be geo-referenced with lat-long fields included within the data about each site.  EMS is not a GIS and does not produce maps, but because the data is geo-referenced, the data will be able to be exported to a GIS system.  The data will be stored in an Oracle DB in tables, so it will not be readily exportable until some sort of export or report utility is available and Conservation has not included that in its EMS plans at this stage. A long-term goal is to use the data in a GIS, which is not part of the EMS mandate in Alberta - LGS is adding the geo-referencing fields as part of the EMS implementation here.There are opportunity for others participants in MLI to  use this info for their businesses and map this information in GIS ( e.g. Water Resources, MEMO).  
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
